DISTRICT MARRIAGE REGISTERS

During the early period of settlement in Upper
Canada and Canada West (the province of
Ontario), all ministers who performed
marriages, with the exception of Anglican and
Roman Catholic ministers, were required to
send in returns to the Clerk of the Peace for the
District. It is important to keep in mind that the
Register is only a copy made by the District
Clerk. The returns themselves are the closest
record to the original parish record that exists.
For some Districts the individual original
marriage returns from Ministers have also
survived and in some instances contain lists of
baptisms and burials performed by the minister.
